DO YOU LIVE IN A RURAL AREA?

DO YOU HAVE A MODEST INCOME?

If so, the RénoVillage program might be able to help you. It provides
financial assistance of up to $10,000 for necessary home improve-
ments.

Since its implementation, this program has been highly successful,
helping several thousands rural low-income owners renovate their
home. The Canada Mortgage and Housing Corporation (CMHC) and
the Société d’habitation du Québec (SHQ) share the cost of this
program. The program is administered by the SHQ, and local applica-
tion is delegated to the regional county municipalities and certain
cities.

IN WHAT MUNICIPALITIES IS THE PROGRAM
AVAILABLE?

The RénoVillage program is aimed at municipalities with less than

5,000 residents and covers the entire municipality. In municipalities
with 5,000 or more residents, the program covers only areas not
served by a water supply system or sewer main.

RénoVillage applies to most of Québec’s municipalities, except for
the territories of the cities of Gatineau, Laval, Longueuil, Montreal
and Québec.

WHO IS ELIGIBLE TO RECEIVE FINANCIAL
ASSISTANCE UNDER THE PROGRAM?

You are eligible for the RénoVillage program if:

= you own and occupy a house or other dwelling located in an
eligible municipality or area of a municipality;

= the annual income for your household does not exceed the
maximum eligible income level, which varies according to the size of
your household (See enclosed table).

WHAT ARE THE ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA?

HOUSE OR DWELLING

The program is applicable only to the dwelling that you occupy as
your main residence. It may be:

= a single-family home.

= a permanently installed mobile home.

= a building with no more than two dwellings, where one of the
dwellings is your main residence.

An eligible building may also include a non-residential compo-
nent, such as a commercial space on the ground floor.

The standardized value of your main residence must not exceed
$35,000 excluding land value. Nevertheless, to better take into
account the particular conditions in its district, a regional county
municipality (RCM) or a city may decide to set a higher ceiling up to
a maximum of $75,000.

You must not have previously received financial assistance under
the Emergency Repair Program (PRU) in the last year.

You may not benefit more than once from the RénoVillage
program.

ELIGIBLE WORK
Your house or dwelling must require at least $2,000 worth of work
needed to correct one or more major defects relating to at least one
of the following aspects:

- the structure - the heating system
« the frame - the electrical system

- the plumbing - fire safety

You must deal with a contractor who holds an appropriate
license from the Régie du batiment du Québec.

The renovation work may start only after receiving your
eligibility certificate and must be finished within 6 months of

receiving authorization.

* Household income includes: the income of the homeowner and spouse plus 25% of the
income of all other household members 18 years of age or over who do not attend an
educational institution full-time. The income considered is the income for the calendar year
preceding the program budget year in which the eligibility certificate is delivered.




TWHAT DOES THE FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE
CONSIST OF?

The RénoVillage program provides financial assistance in the form of
a grant paid after the work is finished.

The grant can be as much as 90% of the eligible costs, up to a
maximum of $10,000.

The amount of the grant is calculated by multiplying the eligible
costs by the financial assistance percentage to which you are entitled.
This percentage varies depending on the income and size of your
household. Refer to the enclosed table for the percentage applicable
to your situation.

The cost of the eligible work is the lower amount of the price
quoted or billed by the selected contractor and the cost established
based on the program price list.

HOW TO OBTAIN FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE?

1. First contact your RCM or city to find out if you are eligible to
participate in the program and which documents you need to
provide so that your file may be completed.

2. An authorized inspector will then visit your home to draw up a
list of eligible repairs.

3. Using this list, obtain one or more bids from contractors who
hold an appropriate license from the Régie du batiment du
Québec and send the successful bid and a copy of the selected
contractor’s license to your RCM or city.

4. The RCM or the city will complete your file, and if everything is
in order, will issue an eligibility certificate showing the amount
of assistance to which you are entitled and authorizing you to
start the work.

5. Upon completion, an authorized inspector will check that the
work has been carried out as agreed and will report to the RCM
or the city. Once approved by the RCM or the city, the payment
of the financial assistance applicable in your situation will be
made.
